A Tribute to Art Gilmore, Voice of the Movies

Our show honoring Art Gilmore, one of Hollywood’s greatest pitchmen and one of its finest narrators, will be based on the following list of original trailers.   Art’s movie career extended nearly forty years, from the late 1930’s to the mid 1970’s.  The previews below represent some of his best work.  
Each trailer is 35mm, in original black and white or dye-transfer Technicolor.  The amazing dye-transfer process is no longer made, yet the permanence and trueness to the feature as seen in these trailers provide our guests the one way they can experience seeing the original movie, if only in part.

Also included in the show will be brief clips of Art’s radio broadcasts, his TV work including his “Highway Patrol” introduction, a Chrysler commercial, his screen test, his appearance as Jack Webb’s captain in “Dragnet”, and an audio clip of “This is Stereophonic Sound”, the first stereo demonstration record.
